How to Set Up I-Suite Server as a Client

By default, when the I-Suite Server application is installed on a computer, it also installs the Microsoft SQL Server that runs automatically at boot time. Should there be more than one machine on the network that is advertising its presence, confusion can ensue. One reason to install the Server version of the application on several computers is that it is a little easier to standup another server should the primary server becomes non-functional.
The easiest way to determine if the SQL Server is running is to look in the System Tray. If you see an icon that looks like this:
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Then the server is running. To keep the SQL server  control panel from running, move the “Service Manager” application from the “Startup” folder to the “I-Suite” server and then reboot. See the images below:
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This does not keep the service from running. The easiest way to disable the service is to double click the SQL Server icon in the System Tray. You will get the following panel:
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Click the “Stop” button to discontinue the service. Uncheck the “Auto-start service” to preclude the service from starting again on reboot. When you reboot the application will still start, but the service will be disabled.

The next step is to modify the properties of the icon that starts the I-Suite application so that it will run the client without having the application looking for the local I-Suite service. This will speed the start of the application up quite a bit.
Get properties on the I-Suite application icon:
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Modify the “Target” with a “-c”. This tells the application to run in a client mode. Click “OK” to save the setting.

That’s it.

To promote the machine back to a server status, undo the above actions.
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
