The se Manage m e nt Action Points are e stablished in conjunction w ith the Tanana Village S tructure Prote ction Plan 
e stablished June 23, 2015, and m odified 7/12/2015. 
Whe n Fire Behavior be com e s extre m e and threate ns structure s in the Village of Tanana, along S ite Rd and the 
Mission Ridge rd. consider and evaluate tactical actions ne eded to preve nt property loss and provide public safe ty.  
Line Operations w ill contact Planning Operations and IC im m ediate ly whe n MAP’s have be e n reached and any 
actions w ill com e dow n through the chain of com m and. IC or de signated re pre se ntative w ill notify Village Public 
S afe ty Officer of spe cific m anage m e nt action points that have be e n reached so VPSO can advise Tanana re side nts 
of our actions for the ir appropriate action. IC / OPS2 w ill advise PIO2 & LOFR of actions, so public service 
announce m e nts can be re leased. 
Contact the Tanana Pow er Co. at 907-366-1190 be fore any firing operations, im m ine nt im pacts from  the fire and 
locations for possible de-charging of spe cific line s for safe ty. 
Management Action Point # 1 
a) If fire e stablishe s be y ond any of the se points and fire behavior indicate s addition grow th; Evaluate the 
ne ed to im ple m e nt the S tructure Prote ction Plan along S ite Rd and Mission Ridge. Water handling 
sy ste m s w ill be charged and m aintained until fire threat to structure s has passed. Consider the ne ed to 
im ple m e nt by severity of Fire Behavior threat. 
  

b) Consider using aerial support including Air Tank ers /S coopers if conditions allow for safe and e ffe ct 
utilization of that re source. 
 
 

c) S tart firing around structure s sy ste m atically to provide for Public S afe ty and structure prote ction.  If 
Extre m e Fire Behavior becom e s e stablished, pum ps w ill be fue led and le ft to run. Cre w s w ill pull back to 
the pre-e stablished safe ty zone and wait until its safe to re turn to the structure s. Once fire front subside s, 
cre w s w ill re e ngage in structure prote ction.  

Management  Action Point # 3 
a) If fire e stablishe s be y ond any of the se points and fire behavior indicate s addition grow th; evaluate the 
ne ed to im ple m e nt the S tructure Prote ction Plan along east side of S ite Rd. and Mission Ridge.  North of 
Dozer line that exte nds from  S ite Rd to Mission Ridge, firing w ill be evaluated as w e de term ine the threat 
and im m ine nt danger to the public.  Water handling sy ste m s w ill be charged and m aintained until fire 
threat to structure s has passed. Consider the ne ed to im ple m e nt by severity of Fire Behavior threat.  
 

b) Consider using aerial support including Air Tank ers and or S coopers if conditions allow for safe and e ffe ct 
utilization of that re source. S tart firing around structure s sy ste m atically to provide for Public S afe ty and 
structure prote ction.  If Extre m e Fire Behavior be com e s e stablished, pum ps w ill be fue led and le ft to run. 
Cre w s w ill pull back to the pre-e stablished safe ty zone and wait until its safe to re turn to the structure s. 
Once fire front subside s, cre w s w ill re e ngage in structure prote ction. 
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
