	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Less areas of Scattered Heat than previous night, mostly isolated heat sources remain.  Highest concentration of heat is found along eastern edge of fire (Jackass Gulch drainage).  A small patch of intense heat, with a circular pattern of heat around it, was detected on the eastern extreme of the fire, near Tanners Peak.  A single isolated hot spot was detected about 3/4 mile north of fire perimeter, in northeast section of fire.  Spot is located in Marble Mtn Wilderness, in upper reaches of Specimen Creek.
