	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Perimeter growth and consolidation of burned area in China Creek drainage and Whiteys Peak area of Butler Fire.  Two other areas of perimeter growth were observed: one on the ridgetop approximately 0.8 miles NW of Orleans Mountain following a roadline or fire break;  the other on the north side of the lower reaches of Butler Creek.  There is an isolated heat source approx. 80 meters outside the perimeter in the Orleans Mountain area at 41.2876 lat, -123.4477 long, called out on the map.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Salmon fire showed a few isolated heat sources kicking up on the western half.  Isolated heat sources were concentrated at the north.
