	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Intense heat was observed on the ridgetop north and east of Somes Mountain as burn out activities took place.  This accounted for most of the perimeter growth.  An unburned island was created east of Somes Mountain.  Very minor increase in the perimeter in China Creek.
Areas of scattered heat continued to expand east of Orleans Mountain. 
Salmon fire showed a similar pattern of isolated heat sources as yesterday.  Isolated heat sources continue to be concentrated at the north. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]An isolated heat source, possibly a campfire, outside the perimeter was observed along Road 93, Cecilville Rd between the road and the South Fork of the Salmon River approx. 3.3 miles up the road from Forks of Salmon at 41.240 N, -123.276 W.
