Almost all of today's growth occurred in the Somes and Orleans Mountain's unburned polygon areas as heat crept towards the inside.  A very small change in the perimeter occurred at the headwaters of China Creek, but this did increase the outside perimeter of Butler very slightly.  Both Butler and Salmon were noticeably cooler tonight.
