	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Overall much cooler tonight.  Areas of scattered heat on Butler were much smaller than last night.  Minor perimeter growth on Butler was all due to heat creeping into unburned interior, mostly in the area east of Orleans Mountain. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The only significant concentration of heat on Salmon is in the north around Titmouse Gulch.  A few isolated heat sources remain in the west and east.
