	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Most of the incident was cooler tonight, with only 8 acres of heat perimeter growth.  There were several small intense heat areas in the interior of the fire.  All of the growth was on the SW portion of the incident.  
There was a very small amount of heat perimeter growth north of Horse Linto Creek in the northwest corner of section 10, with just isolated heat sources in that area..
To the NW, the two main areas that showed perimeter growth last night were active again tonight, gaining about 8 acres.  The area of heat perimeter growth in the NE part of section 4, outside the wilderness, along the ridge that runs E/W, grew mostly to the west along the ridge and downhill slightly from there.  There was also a small amount of growth where the heat is backing down the hill on the north side.  The largest area of intense heat tonight was located in this area.  Further to the NW, heat perimeter growth and intense heat were detected in the south part of section 33.  Only scattered and isolated heat detected here tonight.  The growth in this area was most backing down the hill, with the exception of a very small area on the south side of the creek.  There is much less heat in the area on the south side of the creek, other than what was just noted.  The creek appears to be an unnamed tributary that drains the Bell Swamps into Horse Linto Creek.   
[bookmark: _GoBack]There were several small areas of intense heat detected in the interior of the incident tonight.  Additionally, the heat source right next to the perimeter on the northeast part of the perimeter was detected again.  This is just inside section 26, on the south facing slope just to the NW  of Lower Ferguson Meadows, to the west of trail 6E20.
