	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Siginificant growth along eastern boundary of fire.  Most of the intense and scattered heat is concentrated in the eastern third of the fire.  Firing operations along the eastern edge of the fire near Little Bald Mountain have connected to the main body of the fire along Barney Cavanah Ridge, resulting in a large area of unburned area in upper Cliff Canyon (Division R).  Intense heat persists in the Antoine, Manila, and Screwauger drainages, and along Barney Cavanah Ridge in Division Z.  Areas of scattered heat remain along Deadwood Ridge above Secret Canyon, Barney Cavanah Ridge, and Antoine Canyon areas.  Numerous isolated heat sources remain within perimeter.
