[bookmark: _GoBack]Again, further spread South, up the Mill Creek drainage with spotting – approaching ridgeline north of Kidder Creek.  Along the northwest flank, Heat Perimeter still appears to NOT have crossed Mill Creek to the East, or Shackelford Creek.

WHITES:
Scattered Heat along southern flank, near Deacon Lee Trail map feature/Grasshopper Ridge towards Timber Camp.

Continued spread North/West into South Russian/Music Creek drainages – approaching Rainbow Mine and Highland Creek. 

Spread East, just north of the Horse Range Lakes area.

Still significant Scattered and Isolated Heat Sources within interior and along all flanks.
