[bookmark: _GoBack]Isolated heat sources mapped with very few areas of scattered heat.  Most of the isolated heat located near the perimeter occurs along the southern perimeter. Scattered heat is diminishing. There was one heat source outside the perimeter of the fire up in the northeast section of the fire approximately 0.88 miles northwest of Taylor Lake off of the 27 road near the fire perimeter in the same spot it has been for a few days.  Most likely a warming fire.
