	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started Interpretation with perimeter from Incident dated 20140803_1727(4217 Acres)
[bookmark: _GoBack]Heat perimeter increased by 429 Acres.  The Increase in perimeter was primarily to the west.  There is a large band of intense heat on the eastern perimeter that appears to be the remnants of back burn operation as it is anchored by roads on the east and south.  No spots were outside the perimeter on the east and south.  Intense heat totaled ~1200 acres. All intense heat is adjacent to the heat perimeter.  There were three isolated heat trips (together)  outside the perimeter on the northern edge, north of 44N27 (~.10 mile) and the junction with 44N23Y.  This spot has not increased in size but has remained for 2 nights.  The western interior is a mosaic of heated areas mixed with cool areas. Appears as areas of vegetation intermixed with barren areas.  Scattered heat was throughout the central north and south perimeter and interior. There is another area of scattered heat within the northwest perimeter, along the perimeter.   The central portin of the fire was mapped as isolated heat source points.
