	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started with the previous days IR layer (8/18/2014). Imagery for Frying Pan and Falkstein was difficult to interpret because the fires were on the edges of both images. May not be as accurate as desired due to distortion caused by being at edge of images. 

Three isolated heat sources mapped outside of fire perimeters.  One 0.5 miles west of the airport in Happy Camp. The second just off the highway in middle of Deason Flat. Likely vehicles.  Third is located 5 miles southeast of Falkstein Fire. It is on the northern end of Box Camp Mountain near the ridge top (N 41 36' 35.3", W 123 9' 19.5") . 

Sutcliffe Fire (27 acres) - No perimeter growth. One isolated heat source on west side.

Falkstein Fire (1,1820 acres) - Fire grew on north perimeter and southern half along with a large new spot fire on the south side of Grider Valley on Marble Mountains. Increase of 542 acres. There are five spot fires Marble Mountain. Two have heat in them. Intense heat mapped in areas of perimeter growth. There is lots of scatterd heat in the southern half of the fire. Northern half has significantly less heat. Eastern perimeter has reached the bottom of Grider Valley. 

China Fire (3 acres) - No heat and no growth.

Frying Pan Fire (5,914 acres) - Fire continues to grow; increase of 900 acres. No major runs, growth occurred around permiter on the east half of fire. Southern perimeter has reached the bottom of East Fork of Elk Creek . Spot fire on the south side of Little Elk Creek has merged with main fire. Small spot south of the mouth of Little Elk Creek grew from 2.5 acres to 107 acres. Intense heat associated with all areas of perimeter growth. Interior heat is less, especially in the northern half of the burn area above Happy Camp. More isolated heat versus scattered heat. 

Jackson Fire (21 acres) - Not flown, no data.

Thompson Fire (17 acres) - Not flown, no data.

Tims Fire (13 acres) - Not flown, no data

Kemper Fire (186 acres) - No new growth. Sixteen isolated heat sources scattered throughout the area. 

Mill Fire (2 acres) - Not flown.
