	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started with previous IR perimeter from 8/24/14. Compared GIS data from 20140824 @ 1004 and brought in 2 un-named fire polygons. They are west of the current complex. They are outside the scan order box so I do not know if they have heat.

Five isolated heat sources were found not related to the fire complex. One is in town, second and third are 5 miles west of frying pan. Forth and fifth of Falkstein. There are location notes and Lat Longs for each on the overall map.

Frying Pan and Falkstein are 1.3 miles apart (1.4 reported yesterday).

**Burn out operation was continued to be observed South of frying pan along the road (FS road 15N69). This is located just north of Elk Creek. Complex acres DO NOT included the acres from this operation at this time.  At the time of this imagery, operation acres were approximately 314 acres. Imagery was very good in this area. Frying Pan fire was observed 0.70 mile north from the burn out operation.

Frying Pan Fire (20,418  acres)(+2,239)- The NE corner of the Frying Pan fire is relatively quiet in comparison to the rest of the incident.  From north of East Upper Elk Creek to west of Horse Creek are isolated heat sources (and groupings of heat sources which have been clumped together as scattered heat). The area continues to cool. The south-center of the fire, in the area around East Fork Elk Creek is starting to cool as well.
Largest acreage gains of the fire are associated with intense heat and blooming/ super-heated gasses observed in the imagery. 
The fire pushed west and south towards and almost reaching Elk Creek and DooLittle Creek.  The fire had not crossed these creeks at the time the imagery was captured.  SE corner of the fire traveled 0.5 miles towards Huckleberry Mtn. It is still 0.5 miles away from this location.  Along the east flank acreage growth was mainly the result of fire spreading between established fingers.  It has made its way toward Grider Ridge and has started to crest over the ridge and travel downslope towards Grider Creek in a few locations. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]NE corner of the fire had growth and was the area with the most intense heat.   Blooming/ super-heated gasses were observed throughout the area.  It has overtaken the China fire and passed it. There were several spot fires in the farthest NE corner, in the direction of Grider Ridge.   The fire had not crossed China or Wolf Creek at the time the imagery was captured.

Falkstein Fire (1,917 acres)(+178)- Still is east of Cliff Valley. Acreage growth in this fire was mainly on the northernmost tip and along its west flank.  There was intense heat and blooming/superheated gases in the imagery within these areas. There was one spot fire outside the perimeter along the western flank. The southern spot fire east of Grider Valley still hold heat. There was a little bit of growth on the northern boundary.

Kemper Fire (186 acres) – No heat and no growth (portion seen).  Only south half of fire was covered in the scan box.  Scan box was drawn to Deadman Point. This is why Kemper was not covered.

Sutcliffe Fire (27 acres) – Not flown.

Jackson Fire (21 acres) – No heat and no growth.

Thompson Fire (17 acres) - No heat and no growth.

Tims Fire (13 acres) - No heat and no growth.

China Fire (3 acres) - No heat and no growth. Has been overtaken by Frying Pan. Acres included in that fire now.

Mill Fire (2 acres) - Not flown.

8 unknown fires – (11 acres).  Not included in the complex count above, but is in GIS and heat perimeter file. Do you want to add these acres to the complex acres? All of these fires are cold except 2 un-named fire polygons west of the current complex. They are outside the scan order box so I do not know if they have heat.
