	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started with previous IR perimeter from 8/31/14. Division data from 20140831 @ 1920.  Roads data from ftp:\gis\20120829\incident_data\base_data\vector

One isolated heat source was found not related to the fire complex. This was located on Wingate Bar along the Klamath River, west of the fire. Location and lat/long on complex map.

Frying Pan & Faulkstein (63,847 acres) (+1,821): 

Fire Area East of Grider Ridge: 
Perimeter gains were mainly located in the NE and SE corner of the fire.  The interior portion of this portion of the fire (areas gains the of August 28th and 29th) are cooling, covered in scattered heat of varying densities.
NE: The fire continued towards the Klamath River in many locations. No heat signatures were observed north of the river.  The eastern edge of the arm of the fire which expanded east is along the ridge and just making its way downslope east into Kuntz Creek.   Largest increase and area of intense heat in the imagery was located along the south of the NE arm of the fire. A large  finger traveled the east drainage of Walker Creek and made its way onto Slinkard Ridge. There were isolated heat sources in front of this finger, some 0.6 miles away.  In addition, there were two isolated heat areas to the SSE, 1.0 and 1.2 miles away.  These were in the vicinity of Lake Mtn Lookout.  One was located just to the north of this location; the other was to the NE in the bottom of a drainage. The SE corner of the fire are has crested over Telephone Saddle and is making its way into the headwaters of Kuntz Creek.
The eastern (middle) flank of the fire is approx. 1.6 miles west of Lake Mtn Lookout. Incremental gains were made in this area.
Within the SE corner, the fire ‘filled in’ fingers and areas of fire within the Middle Creek drainage. It did make its way farther downslope towards Tompkin Creek (0.2 mile west of the creek; 1.6 miles from DP-12; 0.5 mile from DP-25). The small isolated heat perimeter ahead of the main perimeter located in last night has grown to 4.7 acres. It is 1 mile west of the junction of the Middle Creek and the Scott River. 

Fire Area West of Grider Ridge: Many of the same trends observed previous two nights. More effort made in mapping isolated heat locations along the perimeter edge.
N Half: The area is cooling and there are fewer areas of scattered heat; the majority of the area has isolated heat sources.  Areas of intense heat within the center are the result of activity within previously unburned islands. There was no heat observed west of Elk Creek.
[bookmark: _GoBack]S Half:  There was no heat observed west of Elk Creek. There is still heat located along the perimeter on the western and southern boundaries.  The majority of this area is cooling. Scattered Heat and isolated heat sources are found throughout. The most active portion in this region is the area between the former fires [btwn DP-19 and Grider Creek]. Intense heat was found along the edges of the perimeter within limited perimeter gains.  Largest area of activity was a run which occurred up a side channel of Doolittle Creek towards Huckleberry Mtn.
The core of the former Faulkstein fire is growing colder.  There are isolated heat sources along the edge and within the main drainages of the fire.   Unburned fuel islands and areas between established fingers exhibited intense heat in this area. There are small finger activity running SSW along the ridge between Grider Creek and Kelsey Creek.
