	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started with previous IR perimeter from 9/2/14. Division data from FIMT 20140902 @ 2200.  Roads data from ftp:\gis\20120829\incident_data\base_data\vector and Forest_Roads_Trans_Final

No isolated heat sources were found not related to the fire complex. 

Frying Pan & Faulkstein (71,394 acres) (+5,394): 

Fire Area East of Grider Ridge: 
Perimeter gains were made along the eastern flank of the fire.  The interior portion of this portion of the fire (areas gains made August 28th and 29th) are cooling, covered in scattered heat of varying densities.
N flank: The fire made minimal gains along the Klamath River (Isolated heats along the edge). 
E flank: Scene of activity on this fire. The eastern edge has advance past Kuntz and Mill Creek and was near the bottom of the Mitchell Creek drainage. The fire did jump Klamath Creek and was observed at the mouth of Hicks Creek. There were two locations along the east bank where intense heat was observed.  Of special note in the region, there was an isolated heat perimeter 1.3 miles east of the flank; on the ridge between Macks and Tom Martin Creek.   The east flank was approx. 0.5 east of Brown’s Knob.
Within the SE corner of the fire, the fire advanced downslope towards Tompkin Creek. There were two isolated heat perimeters east of the creek. These were located just south of DP-25.  It is 0.1 mile west of the creek; 1.6 miles from DP-12; 0.3 mile from DP-25). The SE tip of the new perimeter expansion is 0.5 mile west of the junction of Tompkin Creek and Scott River. The small isolated heat perimeter ahead of the main perimeter located in three nights ago has grown to 15 acres. It is 0.7 mile west of the junction of the Middle Creek and the Scott River. 

Fire Area West of Grider Ridge: Many of the same trends observed previous three nights. Effort was made to map isolated heat locations along the perimeter edge.
N Half: The area is cooling and there are fewer areas of scattered heat; the majority of the area has isolated heat sources.  No areas of intense heat observed. There was no heat observed west of Elk Creek. Effort was made to identify all isolated heat sources in proximity to the perimeter.
S Half:  There was no heat observed west of Elk Creek.  Effort was made to identify all isolated heat sources along the perimeter on the western and southern boundaries.  The majority of this area is cooling. Scattered Heat and isolated heat sources are found throughout. The most active portion in this region is the area between the former fires [btwn DP-19 and Grider Creek]. Acre gains and intense heat along the perimeter was found in proximity of Huckleberry Mtn. Most activity and areas of intense heat occurred in the Cliff and Grider Valley drainages. 
There finger running along the ridge between Grider Creek and Kelsey Creek is 1.2 mile from H-1.

Kemper Fire (186 acres) –  Was within the Imagery. No Heat.
Sutcliffe Fire (27 acres) –  Not flown.
Jackson Fire (21 acres) –  Was within the Imagery. No Heat.
Thompson Fire (17 acres) -  Was within the Imagery. No Heat.
Tims Fire (13 acres) –  Was within the Imagery. No Heat.
China Fire (3 acres) - Has been overtaken by Frying Pan. Acres included in that fire now.
Mill Fire (2 acres) - Not flown.
