	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

Majority of fire activity continues to be on the southern edge, in the Marble Mtn Wilderness where Happy Camp Complex merged with the Man fire.  This area experienced moderate growth, however the majority of this mapping’s acreage growth is due to interior pockets in the main fire that were mapped as unburned, and were filled in via direction from the incident.  Incident also requested that any heat sources within 1.5 miles of perimeter by mapped; none fell within this threshold, but a couple spots showed up again in the general vicinity of Maplesden Ranch to the NE.  Much of the southern Happy Camp and Man Fire mapped as intense and scattered heat, with some pockets of isolated heat.  Rest of the fire mapped as isolated heat.
