	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation: Clouds obstructed imagery interpretation within the north end of the fire. There was intermittent cloud cover north of Cinder Butte, and solid cloud cover north of Dudgen and Brown Butte (aka the northern finger of the fire). Cloud cover could reduce the amount of heat sources detected during the flight.
Increase in the heat perimeter and site of intense heat was located just north of Freaner Peak.  This area of intense heat is adjacent to a lava field located just to the west.  The interior of the heat perimeter exhibited scattered or isolated heat. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Two isolated heat sources were located outside the perimeter. One if located approximately 3.5miles NW of the fire.  The other is located just to the east of the fire, within the Hat Creek campsite (labeled as such in the topo).  There are Lat/Longs readily available on the maps if these need to be investigated.
