	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation: 
· Generally less heat observed than previous flight.  No new perimeter growth.  One small pocket of intense heat was mapped in the interior of the fire near the junction of Forest Road 35N60 and the Pitville Road (111).  Most of the northern half of the fire was mapped as isolated heat, while most of the southern half was mapped as scattered heat.
· Four isolated hot spots were observed outside and to the west of the southern boundary, and are labelled with Lat/Longs.  Three of these points are located in rocky hills just south of Murken Bench SIA, and are in a fairly remote location, away from obvious human activity.
