	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Slight increase to overall growth rate on fire. Due to atmosperic interference in imagery, polygons interpreted with slight uncertainanty.
Similar to last night- The south and southeastern advancing lobes are still burning agressively. The northeastern and northwestern advancing lobes are also gaining a lot of ground. Growth continues on the northeastern and central edges. Areas of scattered heat throughout the fire; many isolated heats are sporadic, but due to clouds, less numerous than previous nights.

The Smokey and Look Fires continue to show no heat and there are no isolated heat sources outside the boundary.
