	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Fire continues to have significant amounts of intense heat and perimeter growth along the eastern boundary.   The upper slopes of Big Mtn. and Beartooth Mtn. are dominated by scattered heat.  Pockets of intense heat are found along New River, China Creek and Big Creek.  A line of intense heat is found on the upper slopes of the ridge just west of Denny. Intense and scattered heat has also grown in the northeast corner of the fire, near Quinby Creek.  New hotspots were detected outside the perimeter on the eastern edge of the fire, on the west-facing upper slopes of Brushy Mtn.  Also, 2 isolated heat sources were detected outside the completed line at Bell Flat, and one was found just upslope of Bell Flat and west of Dyer Creek.

The interior and western half of the fire continues to cool with isolated hotspots and some scattered heat.

The Smokey and Look fires at the southern end of the complex by Ironside Mtn. Lookout showed no heat.
