	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started with IR perimeter from 10/05/15. Used runs 3-6 of the Fork_River_South_Route strips.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Area of perimeter growth occurred in the Big French Creek drainage. The fire has burned down to the creek bottom. Intense and scattered heat in this area. Remainder of heat throughout the burn area is isolated heat. Areas of higher density isolated heat are in Devils Canyon, upper reach of Big Creek below Smitty Spring and in China Creek.

There is one isolated heat source just outside of the fire perimeter on the east side. It is 0.5 miles west of Miller Ranch and 0.7 miles north of Caraway Creek (1230 21’ 20.532” W, 400 59’ 27.12” N). This heat source has been observed in a previous IR flight.
