[bookmark: _GoBack]Area of perimeter growth occurred in the Big French Creek drainage.   Scattered heat in the interior of this arm and along both north and south perimeter edges in this area.  This was the only scattered heat within perimeter. Remainder of heat throughout the burn area is isolated heat.  Areas of higher density isolated heat are in Devils Canyon, upper reach of Big Creek below Smitty Spring and in China Creek.
