	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

I used 8/27 Aircraft 3 IR heat perimeter as a base to start tonight's interpretation.      

The Mad River Complex displayed no perimeter increase in last night’s imagery (remains 37,358 acres).   There are a total of 60 isolated heat sources: 57 scattered throughout the interior of the fire and 3 heat sources found outside the fire perimeter.  The isolated heat sources found outside of the fire perimeter are located; one is outside the southern edge of the Lassic Fire (just east of the medium sized fire/ Northwest of Pine Mountain summit), the other two are located just outside the eastern/northeastern edge of the Gobbler Fire (in-between fire perimeter and the Mad River)…  These may be associated with structures and/or roads but was not sure so I left them in the layer.  There were some additional isolated heat source found outside of the fire perimeter; these isolated heat sources were found associated with roads, structures, and/or campgrounds and were not mapped (1 found in Ruth Lake Campground outside the eastern edge of the Gobbler Fire, 1 found again just outside the eastern edge of the Gobbler Fire- located in the vicinity of structures found southeast of Dillion Cove (Northwest corner of section 32), 2 within the vicinity of Hells Gate Campground/ northeast of Pickett Fire, and 2 found south of the Pickett Fire near structures/residences (along Tompkins Creek/ northeast corner of section 24).  All isolated heat sources where given X/Y coordinates, so Operations may download into GPS and navigate to these areas.
