	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
This was the first IR flight for Sawtooth.  
There were just 4 isolated heat sources detected tonight.  No previous perimeter was located, so it is not known whether or not these sources are inside or outside the perimeter.  Three of the heat sources are fairly close to each other and reasonable for an 8 acre fire (as recorded on the Scanner Request).  The 4th heat source is near a lake, and appears to be right on a trail, possibly Boundary Trail.  If this heat source is part of the fire, the fire would be quite a bit larger than 8 acres.  It is possible that this is a campfire.
