At 1924 PDT:
[bookmark: _GoBack]The large spot/slopover (I couldn’t find evidence of connecting heat) off the NW flank was 23 acres and registering very intense heat readings
The perimeter expansion on the west flank south of Soapstone Gulch was registering intense heat readings
There was a pocket of heat registering in the large unburned area to the north of Soapstone Gulch
No Isolated Heat sources detected outside of the heat perimeter
