	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Most activity is on the western edge of heat perimeter. 

The largest growth is in the area outside of the main perimeter in the northwest corner: T12N/R3E Sec. 2 and 3 growing into T13N/R3E Sec. 34 and 35. 

A new 5+ acres spot has developed outside the main heat perimeter at the mouth of Soapstone Gulch: T12N/R3E Sec. 12. 
Growth of the main heat perimeter has also occurred near the same area of Soapstone Gulch: T12N/R4E Sec. 7.
