	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Most activity is on the western edge of heat perimeter. 
The largest growth area is in the growth of the main perimeter in T12N/R3E Sec. 12 and 13 running up to a high point elevation 3527 on USGS quad. A few points of heat along the western edge are outside but within 200 feet of the perimeter. 
Some growth is in the area outside of the main perimeter in the northwest corner: T12N/R3E Sec. 2 and 3 and T13N/R3E Sec. 34 and 35.
