	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Used the IR perimeter from the 9/14/2015. Note that because of the image shift noted in the imagery comments, the isolated heat sources and areas of scattered heat are likely shown ~100-200’ south of where they actually are. 

There are a few points of isolated heat in the smaller perimeter to the northwest. One of these points is shown on the south edge of this smaller perimeter, and one outside of it. Even with the image shift, the point shown outside of the perimeter is likely still outside the perimeter. 

Likewise, there are a few areas of scattered heat in the perimeter tongue at the SW end of the perimeter in sections 12 and 7. Two of these may extend beyond the perimeter to the north in section 12 because of the image shift. One point of isolated heat northeast of the north ridge of Barren Butte in section 13 is shown south of the perimeter. The shift isn’t as great here, so this is going to be very close to the perimeter. 

Other than this, there are five isolated heat sources in the Soapstone Gulch drainage, and one in the island within the main perimeter.
