Bear Fire-Intense Heat at North end of fire and finger on South end with a few Isolated Heat Sources inside perimeter with one outside on the south west end, which I have marked with coordinates.
Coon Fire-Ring of intense heat along east and west edges of fire with a few isolated heat sources inside perimeter.
Peak Fire-Scattered Heat throughout with intense heat along edge of northwest fingers, northern most edge, northeast edge, eastern edge, and southeast edge .
Williams Fire-Intense heat along northwest and eastern edge of fire with a few isolated heat sources.
Summit Fire-One small patch of intense heat.
