Bear Fire-(calculated heat Acres=552)-Very active on the north, spotting down the hill toward the S Siskiyou Fork
Coon Fire-(calculated heat Acres=1465)-Only activity is on the far east side along Coon Creek where it remains on the west bank
Peak Fire-(calculated heat Acres=496)-Active along the entire north edge
Williams Fire-(calculated heat Acres=263)-Just a couple of areas of intense heat; on the north, the far east and the southwest corner
Summit Fire-(calculated heat Acres=239)-Continues to burn all the way around the perimeter
Feeder Fire-(calculated heat Acres=601)-Burning actively on the northwest and in the middle of the west edge
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
