There were technical problems getting the north box so the following list is for the south box fires: 

Peak Fire-(calculated heat Acres=670)-The intense heat on the far west side HAS crossed the road. The fire is very active on the north and northeast as well.
Williams Fire-(calculated heat Acres=431)-This fire is very active all around the perimeter. 
Summit Fire-(calculated heat Acres=368)-Activity all around the fire. There are two isolated heat sources downhill and south of the road on the southwest edge.
