	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Coon Fire-(calculated heat Acres=2,803)-The fire is making significant runs on the northeast, south, and east fronts. It appears to be within containment roads. 
Bear Fire-(calculated heat Acres=764)-This fire is very active on the north side. 
Peak Fire-(calculated heat Acres=993)-There is still intense heat on the far west side where the fire crossed the road. The fire is very active on the north and northeast flanks where it is approaching the Williams Fire. At the time of the image, these were only 100 meters apart.
Williams Fire-(calculated heat Acres=630)-This fire is very active all around the perimeter. 
Summit Fire-(calculated heat Acres=532)-Activity all around the fire. There are two isolated heat sources downhill and south of the road on the southwest edge. 
Feeder Fire-(calculated heat Acres=704)-This fire is very quiet.
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
