	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Coon Fire-(calculated heat Acres=3,279)-There is minimal growth on the northeast, southwest, and southeast fronts. It appears that there is a burnout operation active on the northeast. 
Bear Fire-(calculated heat Acres=1,194)-This fire is looks like it grew wings. There is intense heat on the northwest and the northeast. There is also a pocket of heat on the south side where burnout operations continue. 
Peak Fire-(calculated heat Acres=1,156)-There is still intense heat on the far west side where the fire crossed the road. The fire is very active on the north and northeast flanks and has grown into the Williams Fire. I have kept these fires separate on the slope where they joined. If you combine or rename these fires, please, let me know by email or leave a message on my phone. I will look for updated GIS data before my shift tomorrow evening as well.
Williams Fire-(calculated heat Acres=870)-This fire is very active all around the perimeter and has grown into the Peak fire. It is about to meet up with the Summit Fire at Williams Creek. 
Summit Fire-(calculated heat Acres=639)-Activity all around the fire. There is intense heat downhill and south of the road on the southwest edge. Summit is about to grow into the Williams Fire at Williams Creek.
Feeder Fire-(calculated heat Acres=715)-This fire is very quiet with only a little scattered heat on the southwest edge.
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
