	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Coon Fire-(calculated heat Acres=3,595)-The fire is growing to the north and east with burnout operations.
Bear Fire-(calculated heat Acres=2,603)-The Bear Fire about doubled in size. The most of this is on the east where it is almost as large as the other half. Burnout operations were apparent on the west perimeter.
Peak Fire-(calculated heat Acres=3,402)-The Peak, Summit and Williams grew together and are now just the Peak Fire. The only section that was not active was the south central perimeter. Because of the wrap-around affect, there is now a loarge unburned island in the center of the fire.
Feeder Fire-(calculated heat Acres=716)-This fire is very quiet and only grew one acre.
