Bear Fire-(calculated heat. Acres=10,843)-Intense heat on north east finger of fire, with a few patches of intense heat on south end.  Some scattered heat inside perimeter near north east end, with some patches of scattered heat on south east end of fire.  Some isolated heat sources scattered throughout inside perimeter. 
Peak Fire-(calculated heat Acres=11,444)-  Some small patches of intense heat along western edge of Peak island on east side, a few small patch of intense heat on west edge of fire. Some scattered heat on north end of fire near Eightmile Creek.  Some isolated heat sources throughout inside perimeter, with one isolated heat source outside perimeter on southwest end of fire.
Feeder Fire(calculated heat Acres=897)- One isolated heat source inside perimeter. 
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
