	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Fire is most active and intense along the eastern perimeter.  Pockets of intense heat exist along the northern perimeter (just above Middle Fork American River) and along southern perimeter just above Otter Creek.  The western third of the fire is mostly isolated heat and the perimeter is less distinct.  One potential hotspot was observed outside the perimeter in the southeastern portion of the fire near Otter Creek.  This point was labeled with lat/long coordinates and may require verification.
