[bookmark: _GoBack]Since the last mapping, significant perimeter growth has occurred along the northeast, southeast, and southwest quadrants of the fire.  Pockets of intense heat were found in all 3 places, especially in the upper reaches of Otter Creek and Quartz Canyon, and near Cement Hill.

The central and northwest portion of the fire has cooled considerably and now is mostly isolated hot spots.
