	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started with perimeter from incident stored in 20160707_2321_ENF_Trailhead_CANEU015200_FIMT10011.gdb.

No perimeter growth observed.

Along the southern and eastern edges of the fire, there are actually more raw heat trips showing than there were 2 nights previously.  I have included a PDF map to illustrate this situation.

As a result, the amount of scattered heat has increased on this map – the patch of scattered heat in the southeastern corner has expanded, and areas previously mapped as isolated heat have been re-mapped as scattered heat.  This is especially true at Cement Hill/Bottle Hill, on the upper slopes between Bottle Hill and Bear Flat, and at the eastern boundary by Paymaster Mine.

Otherwise, the interior and northwestern portion of the fire is isolated heat sources. Two isolated hotspots were found just outside or straddling the perimeter and were labeled with lat/long info. Since these hotspots are along completed line, we recommend these points be field checked.  The hotspot on the east side of the fire is located about 200 feet outside the perimeter and is just southwest of Volcanoville.
