No perimeter was available from the incident at the start of mapping.

Fire is located about 1 mile up Bridge Creek above Wooley Creek.  About half of the fire is Intense Heat, with the rest Scattered Heat.  Fire is on the east side of Bridge Creek.

Two isolated hot spots were located away from the fire.  One is near the top of Black Mountain, and the other is near Wooley Camp.  These are likely campfires, but may need ground verification.
