• Max Temps 105 to 109 
• Min RH's 7 to 12% 
• Winds: Day time - North 2-6 MPH changing to the South/SW 2-6 MPH - Ridgetop winds West 5­

10 becoming 10 -16 MPH in late afternoon. 
• Night Weather: Min Temps 71-76, Max RH 30-35%, Winds: South to Southwest 4-9 MPH 

becoming North 2-6 MPH. Ridgetop: West 8-13 becoming variable 2-6 MPH 

GENERAL: Fuels are at record Energy Released Component (ERC's) levels in this part of the state. 
The hot dry weather with poor night time RH recovery is expected to last at least until Thursday or 
Friday, and then temperatures might drop down to the 90 degree range. Thus little change is 
expected with respect to available fuels and how they are currently burning. These fires grew to 3000 
acres during the first burning period with sustained wind speeds of only 2-3 MPH which gives a good 
indication of how explosive these fuels are capable of burning. All fuels are now available to bum at 
peak season conditions. 

During the day expect the fire to be predominately fuels topography driven with backing fires leading 
to head fire runs to the top of the ridge after any slope reversal occurs. The following chart 
represents calculated fire behavior parameters for current fuel conditions during peak burning 
conditions:

The probability of ignition will be 90% to 100% and so expect spotting to continue to be problematic in 
all areas where active burning is occurring. 

SPECIFIC FIRE BEHAVIOR CONCERNS: Division J in Branch II and Divisions XIZ in Branch III will be 
problematic late in the afternoon if any significant convection column develops while ridge top winds 
are out of the west at 10 MPH. Spotting up to Y. of a mile is possible. Expect rapid buildup of new 
starts if slopes and position on the slope are favorable. 

AIR OPERATIONS: Inversion conditions will limit air operations up until after 1000 hours. 

SAFETY 
These fuels want to bum and we are at peak season condition. Do not let slope reversals or spot fires 
catch you and your crew in a no-win position. lCES is the standard to insure everyone is able to go 
home. Beware of rolling material due to steep slopes.

Hazard Trees 
1. Snags located throughout all Divisions. There were falling snags all day the

4. Yesterday's shift had no heat emergencies, let's match that again today and for 

the rest of the incident. 

Driving 
1. Highway 20 will be opened today to one lane traffic with pilot car. That could 

change during your shift and it might be opened to both lanes if the fire is 
contained along Highway 20. Maintain safe driving speed and look before 
entering the Highway. 

2. Drive with your lights on at all times, drive at a speed that would allow you to 
stop within your sight distance. 

3. Maintain a safe driving speed while on the incident (25MPH).
