WEATHER SUMMARY :

The off-shore weather pattern which has been over the fire the last couple days is expected to subside
throughout the day and fransition to the normal on-shore pattern. This will bring a switch in the wind direction
from easterly to westerly. Expect winds to become fairly erratic as the pattern changes.

Max Temp: 62 Degrees / Minimum RH: 20% / Winds East to 5, Becoming Southwest to 10 in the Afternoon

OUTPUTS

FIRE BEHAVIOR:

Fire behavior over the last couple days has been as result of high winds and low relative humidity brought on
by an off-shore weather system. This system has started to subside and is expected to transition to the
prevailing westerly on-shore pattern. This change will bring significant changes in fire behavior by bringing
better night time relative humidity recovery and lower temperatures. A substantial decrease in fire behavior is
expected over the next couple days.

Fuels: The current calendar year has been one of the driest on record. Live fuels have responded in kind
and are currently well below critical fuel moisture levels. These fuels are available to burn and will respond to
fire as if completely dead. Fuels over most of the fire area consist of heavy Manzanita/Chamise Chaparral
and Live Oak with scattered patches of Gray Pine and Knobcone Pine. This fuel type typically burns with the
highest intensity of any other in California.

Topography: The Geysers area of Sonoma, Mendocino, and Lake Counties is some of the most rugged in
the coastal mountains. Steep and deep canyons covered in heavy vegetation is the norm.

Weather: A major weather transition is in progress. Remember the Common Denominators of Tragedy Fires.

Although fire behavior is expected to decrease, by no means are the hazards associated with hard slope and
fuels driven fire runs completely abated. The potential for isolated hard slope runs will continue until fire is
well contained. Fuels conditions remain at critical low fuel moisture levels and previous fire spread
has positioned active fire at locations where available fuels can contribute to hard fire runs as the
weather pattern transitions

SPECIFIC:

Divisions A, C, X, & S: Isolated fire activity will continue, especially in the live oak and timber stands.
Divisions K, M, & P: Isolated fire activity will continue within these divisions, especially in the late afternoon.
Divisions E, G, & I: Fire will continue to be most active within these divisions.

AIR OPERATIONS:
Air operations are not expected to be hampered by fire behavior or poor visibility.

SAFETY:

It is very easy to become complacent when it's this late in the year. We still have a 3,000 acre fire situated
within some of the toughest terrain in the area. Fuels are ready to burn and conditions for hard runs remain
over most of the fire. We have a major weather transition coming which could bring parts of this fire back to
life. DON’T LOSE SIGHT OF THE RISKS. HISTORY HAS SHOWN: THIS PLACE BURNS.

Adhere to 10 Std Orders, mitigate 18 situations.

FATIGUE

Be alert for signs of fatigue and take breaks as necessary.

ALL

HYDRATION

Drinking water before, during and after shifts, up to 1.5 gal. per shift.
Be alert for signs of heat stress in yourself and others.

ALL

HEAT RELATED ILLNESS

Review “Specific Treatments” section of the IRPG (pg 38) for heat
illnesses signs and treatment. Watch coworkers for signs and symptoms.
Take frequent breaks as needed and operationally feasible.

Report any and all injuries to your Supervisor. Follow Medical Emergency
Procedures as outlined on the ICS-206

Be alert for mine shafts, etc. in fire area. They may not be identified on
maps.

If found, flag area, notify all line personnel, DIVS, OPSC, & SOFR, keep
personnel out of area.

CALPINE HAZARDS

EXHAUST CHIMNEYS
THERMAL VENTS

Hazardous Materials are stored/used at the Calpine facility. Utilize hazmat
IC Checklist (IRPG p. 26).

Keep distance from Calpine infrastructure including: pipelines, vents, and
exhaust chimneys.

Be aware of the thermal vents throughout the Calpine facility. Extreme heat
may be associated with these vents.

Use caution when in the vicinity of this infrastructure and forecast while
planning control lines.

In steep and rocky terrain, watch footing and maintain proper spacing.
Watch for over-head hazards.

Treat “hot spots” on your feet before they become blisters.

Maintain downhill tool placement.

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ALL LIMITED MEDIVAC CAPABILITY DUE
TO SMOKE INVERSION OR WEATHER
CONDITIONS

Identify personnel with Advanced Life Support capability on the line.
Maintain ambulance at Hawkeye Staging.

Keep line personnel informed of this issue. Safety briefings to stress that
extra care should be taken with high-risk tasks (i.e. tree falling, chainsaw
use, etc.).

Supervisors insure that personnel with severe reaction to bee sting, etc.
have “epi-kits” or consider leaving such individuals in camp.

ALL POWER LINES

Follow Power Line safety guidelines (IRPG pg.12)
Communicate power line hazards to all resources
Flag area around down power lines and deny access
Treat all downed power lines as energized

ALL | SAFETY ZONES

Follow safety zone guidelines are followed (IRPG p. 7)

Carefully evaluate burned areas before designation as safety zones due to
spotty burning in numerous areas.

When safety zones are distant from work site, set trigger points to allow
personnel to reach them in a timely manner.
