Wind direction will remain westerly across the fire with strong winds on the summit and 
lighter winds at lower elevations below 2000 feet. Be aware of the afternoon seabreeze increasing after 
2 pm when strong and gusty winds will want to blow around Mt Diablo and into Div X from a Northwest 
direction that will test containment lines. Humidity values will remain low today with another night of poor 
night time humidity recovery. The marine layer will likely push farther inland tonight but not be deep enough 
to penetrate over the fire ...except some of the very lowest elevations near Marsh Creek Road. Be aware 
that fire history here has shown that as the marine layer returns ... humidity values will initially drop 
and get lower along with strong and gusty west winds.
