FIRE BEHAVIOR

GENERAL:

Fire is predominately wind and slope driven. Limited access and very rough country are not allowing resources
to make direct attack. Yesterday, fire activity increased significantly with approximately a 10-12 mph wind
threshold. When wind, canyon and heavier fuel arrangements are in alignment, EXTREME FIRE BEHAVIOR
with 20’ to 35’ flame lengths were observed. Lateral and backing fires were slow spreading with higher 6’ to 10’
flame lengths when jackpots were encountered. Fuel loads are seasonal grass 3" to 127, pockets of medium
configurations of brush 6’ to 8 and Oak Woodland.

SPECIFIC:

Branch | — West Flanks

The wind should push any active fire into the black. Along the NW perimeter there is potential for some higher
levels of activity with shifting afternoon winds.

Branch If North / East Flanks

This area will continue to have active fire WIth the S/SW winds. As fire moves up drainages, expect extreme
fire behavior. Fire bumed through retardant lines and smoke plumes were beginning to form ice caps. If ice
caps fully develop, watch for possible downdrafts from column collapse.

Branch Il South Flanks
Lighter fuels bumed cleanly and needed minimal mop up. There may still be some isolated pockets of heat.

AIR OPERATIONS:
Early moming clouds and poor visibility from smoke plumes during extreme fire runs.

SAFETY
Limited direct attack due to FL and fire intensity in heavier brush patches.
Fire intensity increased significantly when the eye level wind reached 10-12 mph.

Archaeological and Historic Properties:
Fireline Guidance for the Deer Fire,
Tehama County, CA

Do not compromise safety for the protection and preservation of archaeological and historic
properties. When possible and prudent:

1.

Be on the lookout for prehistoric archaeological sites. These sites may include seasonal
camps marked by the presence of obsidian and/or basalt flakes and village sites that also
include dark midden soils and perhaps circular housepit depressions. The Native
American group living in the area at time of historic contact was the Yana, the most
famous of which was Ishi — the last “wild” Indian found in North America.

Be on the lookout for historic archaeological sites. Remnants of the of the 1849 Lassen
Emigrant Trail, which led gold seekers to Lassen’s Rancho in Vina, occur on the
ridgeline between Deer and Mill Creeks. Several emigrant graves are known adjacent to
the trail as well — they often appear as a 6-8 foot diameter open circle or oval made of
local rock. Also present are old homesteads now marked by the presence of foundations,
wells, can dumps, and old fruit trees.

. Look for these prehistoric and historic sites in flat areas, especially adjacent to streams

and springs. The emigrant trail runs along a ridgeline.
Known sites will be marked with red plastic flagging tape.

If you observe artifacts, features, or sites attempt to avoid if possible. If you can’t avoid,
minimize ground disturbance as much as possible, only clearing the surface to as minimal
a depth as necessary. Try to go around sites with dozers rather than through them. Flag
new sites in red if possible.

If you find artifacts leave them in place. Some artifacts may have been intentionally
placed for religious or ceremonial reasons.

Note locations of discovered artifacts, features, and/or sites on a map. Better yet take a
GPS reading if possible. Leave information for the archaeologist with the Plans Unit so
that the sites can be relocated and protected during Fire Suppression Repair.

If you encounter a burial or other human remains, cease work in the area and contact the
archaeologist immediately.
