	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation: 
Two polygons with various levels of heat were mapped near Elkhorn Ridge, above S. Fork Eel River.  The larger polygon had a small area of intense heat.
Six other isolated heat sources were located in the imagery far removed from the 2 mapped polygons.  These points are mapped on a second map with Lat/Long coordinates labelled.  Some of the points are likely campfires or some other human-caused heat source, but at least 2 points occur in remote forested areas.
