	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation: 

     Larger perimeter growth than previous nights on eastern/northeastern fire edge, with the majority of the fire’s growth moving east from the South Fork Eel River on both sides of Hogshed Creek, and through Ten Mile peak on Brush Mountain.  The area around Ten Mile peak on the ridge of Brush Mountain, along with an island of heat mapped outside the main perimeter approximately 1 mile south of Ten Mile peak, burned very intensely.  Some more growth along the northern edge of the branch of fire perimeter northwest of Low Gap.  Pockets of intense heat were mapped along much of the northern and eastern edges of the perimeter, with one pocket mapped in the interior.  Much of the interior of the fire was mapped as isolated heat, and large areas of scattered heat mapped predominately on the eastern branch of new perimeter growth.
     Several isolated heat sources detected outside the main perimeter; three of these were large enough to be mapped as polygons, while another three were mapped as points.  Two of these points were noticeably outside of the perimeter, both being approximately 0.75 miles from their respective leading fire edges.  One is approximately 0.5 mile west of Camp Seabow, on the southern side of Tenmile Creek.  The other is near the peak of Bald Mountain.  Coordinates are shown on the map.
