	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation: 

[bookmark: _GoBack]     Noticeable perimeter growth along entire northern fire edge.  Two ‘fingers’ on eastern flank were mapped as merged together in the vicinity of the Brush Mountain ridge, which left a pocket of unburned area near the center of the fire.  Two islands of intense heat mapped on the southeastern side of the fire, between Fox Creek and Tenmile Creek. No other heat sources detected outside the fire perimeter.  The eastern-most of these two islands is near Camp Seabow. Intense fire activity on the southern ridge area of Bald Mountain.  The majority of the fire area was mapped as isolated heat, with large areas of scattered heat predominately on the eastern/northeastern sides of the fire.  Some interior pockets of intense heat were mapped, although the majority of the intense heat was mapped on the northern and eastern edges of the fire.
