	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation: 
Northern and southern portions of fire continue to be active; however the unburned area near the center of the fire by Mile 80/Surveyor’s Canyon produced the majority of perimeter growth, as most of this interior unburned pocket was detected as intense heat.  Some more perimeter growth in other interior ‘pockets’ within the fire continued to fill in, and some perimeter growth on northern edge, butting up against South Fork Eel River.  Majority of the perimeter mapped as isolated heat.  Western side of the fire remained primarily inactive.  One isolated heat source detected near, but outside the main perimeter, on the southeastern edge of the fire.
