	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Northern fire perimeter expanded towards the South Fork Eel River near Big Bend, burning intensely.  This was the main exterior perimeter growth, while the rest is accounted for by interior pockets of unburned fuel continuing to burn inward.  Majority of the perimeter mapped as isolated heat, with large areas of scattered heat mapped primarily in the eastern fire area between Bald and Brush Mountain ridgelines and South Fork Eel River.  Several small areas of intense heat mapped as well.  Western side of the fire remained primarily inactive.  No isolated heat sources detected outside the main perimeter.
