Summary from NOAA Spot Weather Forecast
Issued August 4, 2014
RED FLAG WARNING
Through Tuesday evening, isolated to scattered thunderstorms are expected across Trinity
County. Some storms may produce heavy rain. Wind gusts up to 30 MPH are possible.

Discussion: Tuesday

Monsoonal moisture has pushed over the fire and will remain over the region through Tuesday.

OUTPUTS
FIRE BEHAVIOR

GENERAL.:

Fire behavior (FB) continues to be high as fuels that are drought stricken are receptive to fire progression. Downed 100
and 1000 hr dead fuels, medium height shrubs and smaller trees are the main carriers of fire for both horizontal and
vertical growth. The grass models were less effective carriers of fire growth.

Vertical extension into canopy was more prevalent in the denser Ponderosa Pine configurations.

The lower levels of (FB) due to early morning dense smoke may increase in intensity if either; the afternoon
temperatures & winds are strong enough to clear the smoke to allow solar radiation to reach the fuels; or thunderstorms
develop over the fire area.

The fire area is a mix of Ponderosa Pine, Sage and Mahogany, lava cap, logging slash and regrowth. With the
exception of the steeper terrain around Burney Mountain the terrain is moderate slope.

Expect Extreme Fire Behavior During any Thunderstorm Event

SPECIFIC:

If the predicted weather holds, the main amount of activity will be in the northern divisions. Local west winds usually
develop around 1500 hrs and push around Burney Mtn towards Burney. These fuels have been receptive to firing
operations.

With expected thunderstorms, downdrafts have the potential to push fire in all directions. Fuels are diverse throughout
the area and have proven to be receptive to ember fall out. If thunderstorms produce 30 mph winds, spotting and
chance of extreme (FB) will test control lines. Crews should assume that there will be high potential for spots due to
CURRENT SEASON TRENDS in respect to fire receptive fuel loads.

There could also be isolated showers as cells move over the fire area. Be cautious as localized flash flooding could
create other hazards.

AIR OPERATIONS:
Thunderstorm activity and or heavy smoke production in the drainages will inhibit aircraft availability.

SAFETY
Thunderstroms cause significant hazards for firefighters including downbursts that can cause extreme fire behavior. A
sudden reversal in wind direction, a noticeable rise in wind speed and a sharp drop in temperature may note the mature
stage of a storm. Heavy rain, hail and lightning only occur during a mature stage of a thunderstorm.

California Drought Emergency

The following shall be considered and implemented by all fire resources as a means to provide maximum efficiencies
when utilizing water resources, while minimizing the impacts to private and public water supplies. Accountability shall be
maintained for all water supplies that are utilized and care should be applied to ensure proper replacement and/or
reimbursement to the supplier/owner.

Fireline personnel- (During mop up operations)
¢ Use Pencil Hose and Garden Nozzles with Shut-Offs.
Use Back pumps.
Use Dry Mop-up and consolidation of heavy fuels to areas where they can burn out safely.
Locate/Relocate Firelines to lighter fuels or natural barriers when safe.
Set up and use portable tanks in anticipation of longer transport times for Water Tenders.
Use of foams, gels and other water enhancers.
Evaluate need to mop up in excess of 200 feet from fireline.

Road Maintenance and Repair-
e Monitor and water roads only when and where needed.
e Water when most effective (evening and nights).
e Use chemical treatments when available (Magchloride, Omni bind etc.).
e Consider use of tertiary or treated water.

Aviation Operations-

Consider use of Gels, Foams and Retardants. Set up portable plants.

Consider using Blivits and Pencil Hose for interior mop up operations as opposed to numerous bucket drops.
Establish and use pre-use agreements for existing and known water sources.

Use large watershed dip sites when able. Minimize use of small, static ponds and lakes.

Maintain accountability of water used and locations of dip sites.

Evaluate need for interior bucket drops.

Private Water Supplies-
o Notify property owner as early as possible.
e Minimize usage and develop alternative water supplies when and where appropriate.
e Track usage (meter, ICS-214, IMT3 Water Usage Reports) and develop a plan to replace water.
e Make arrangements for reimbursement and damage claims if needed.

Public/Municipal Water Supplies-

Notify Agency as soon as possible and request a representative to the incident.

Identify fill areas and request metering devices. Note locations on incident map.

Use alternative or reclaimed water sources when available. Note locations on incident map.
Make arrangements for reimbursement and damage claims if needed.

Management and Supervision-

e Consider complexity of water use on incidents. Establish a Water Supply Group Supervisor to coordinate
additional resources to support the incident needs.

e Complete the Water Usage Report daily and turn in to Finance.
e Review this check list and brief daily.

Fireline Guidance for the Eiler Incident,
Shasta County, CA

Do not compromise safety for the protection and preservation of archaeological and historic
properties. When possible and prudent:

1.

Be on the lookout for prehistoric archaeological sites. These sites may include seasonal
camps marked by the presence of obsidian and/or basalt flakes and village sites that also
include dark midden soils and perhaps circular housepit depressions. The Native
American groups living in the area at time of historic contact was the Achomawi in the
northern fire area and Atsugewi in the south..

Be on the lookout for historic archaeological sites. These sites may include old
homesteads now marked by the presence of foundations, wells, and can dumps, early
sawmill sites, abandoned ditches, and stacked rock foundation remains.

Look for these prehistoric and historic sites in flat areas, especially adjacent to streams
and springs.

Known sites will be marked with ribbons of solid red and solid white plastic flagging
tape. Note that much of the area has never been surveyed for archaeological resources
and many sites out there have yet to be discovered.

If you observe archaeological resources, flagged or unflagged, attempt to avoid with
ground disturbing activities altogether.

If avoidance is not possible, minimize ground disturbance. Use a hand crew rather than a
dozer to remove fuels from control lines that must cross site areas if possible.

Note locations of discovered artifacts, features, and/or sites on a map. Better yet take a
GPS reading if possible. Leave information for the archaeologist with the Plans Unit so
that the sites can be relocated and protected during Fire Suppression Repair.

If you find artifacts leave them in place. Some artifacts may have been intentionally
placed for religious or ceremonial reasons.

If you encounter a burial or other human remains, cease work in the area and contact
Division immediately. Division in turn should report the discovery to the archaeologist.

Your help preserving California’s non-renewable cultural resources is appreciated.
